Description of matters discussed and final decisions made:_____ 148 Emerald Drive. Carsten Springer had contacted Steve Woitkun stating that construction has begun and feels it is not in accordance with the plan and may be encroaching on the wetlands. Barry mentioned that the ZBA did not approve the Variance Application  which was submitted last year.  Steve stated there is a 2nd driveway which had never been there and upon further inspection, it appears that all the wetlands had been filled in to make that 2nd driveway.  Barry suggested to have the town engineer go out and inspect the lot in question to see if it is in compliance with the approved plan and permits issued by the Building Inspector and the Road Agent.    If it is not in compliance, the Board of Selectmen will decide on how to proceed.   The Town could be in legal jeopardy due to encroaching the wetlands.  This will need confirmation, a cease and desist order may need to be put in place, and involve DES as to how to repair this issue.  Chip mentioned that regulations involving wetland encroachments will require DES to investigate.  A subdivision plan and lot layout are not considered plot plans.  One driveway is approved per lot.  Commercial Site Plans need to come back to the Planning Board. The plans need to show house placement and as long as setbacks are met, approval is usually granted.  Barry stated that barns and sheds do not need to come before the Planning Board.  

12 Olde Road.  Steve stated that a gentleman came in to register a truck but had a home business application.  He came before the Board of Selectmen and stated he was renting a stall from the owner at this location.  This lot is still under construction and is not ready to house the truck, but will be housed there in the future.  Steve questioned if the original intention on the plan was to rent spaces.  Barry stated it was approved for a large vehicle repair facility, and not sure if the owner is in 100% compliance. He may need to have a Minor Plan Review.  Most likely what he wants to do is ok if in accordance with Zoning, but not on the approved plan.  He would be in violation if he has deviated from the approved plan.  If the plan has changed, he will need to come back to the Planning Board.  Chip stated that there are no noise or hours of operation restrictions in the Commercial Zone and that the owner offered his hours of operation to be 7am to 5pm.  Barry stated any updates to the plan will need to abide by the Zone or the owner will need to request a Variance.  The lease will need to obtain his lease agreement with the owner and come in to the Planning Board.  The owner should come in to speak with the Planning Board before filing a minor site plan review.  It has been noticed that there are many businesses in town that are operating without Planning Board approval.  Steve mentioned that Mr. Lancaster at 128 Kingston Road is possibly operating a business in a Residential Zone.  Barry also mentioned that there is possibly an operating Tree Service business on Frye Road that never came before the Board, has no approval, and the owner told his abutters that he did come before the Planning Board.  Olde Road was doing an illegal fill operation.  The issue is that the town ordinances are not being enforced.  Chip feels that Mr.Macomber has done the right thing and has helped some concerned residents with their issues.  Barry stated the issue will need to go to the state or fix Olde Road.  Chip mentioned to Steve that a citation may be issued.  _____________________________
